KY 14 will be closed for slide repair 
 

COVINGTON, Ky. (January 28, 2010) - The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet District 6 
Superintendent Jason Braun announced the following maintenance activities (weather 
permitting) in Boone County for the week February 1 – February 5th: 
 
Monday, February 1  
Crews will be patching and repairing potholes on the right two lanes on I -75 SB from the 
US 42 underpass to the KY 338 underpass (180 – 175 mile marker). Watch for crews, 
equipment and lane closures.  Weather permitting. 

 
Tuesday, February 2  
Crews will be repairing a slide on KY 14 (Hume Verona Road) in the area between US 
42 and Brown Road (0 – 1 mile marker). The road will be closed to through traffic be-
tween 8:30 am until 6 pm.  Watch for crews and equipment.  Motorists are encouraged to 
us alternate routes. 
 
Wednesday, February 3 
Crews will continue patching and repairing potholes on the right two lanes on I -75 SB 
from the US 42 underpass to the KY 338 underpass (180 – 175 mile marker). Watch for 
crews, equipment and lane closures.  Weather permitting. 
 
Thursday, February 4 - Friday, February 5 
Crews will be patching and repairing potholes on state routes throughout Boone County.  
Watch for flaggers, equipment and lane closures. 
 
If you have a pothole to report on a state route, you can call Boone County Maintenance 
at 859-371-5421 or you can call a toll free direct line to the Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet to report potholes or other problems on all state maintained highways.  The num-
ber is 1-800-PATCH IT or 1-800-728-2448. 
 
Maintenance activities are scheduled on a tentative basis and are subject to change de-
pending on weather conditions, emergencies and other factors beyond the control of the 
Department of Highways. 
 
Motorists are urged to use caution in work areas, and to be alert for flaggers workers 
equipment which may block a portion of the roadway, and other items of concern in work 
zone speed limits where applicable. 
 
The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet District 6 maintains nearly 679 lane miles of high-
ways in Boone County. 
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
